Lush fairways, rolling greens and water hazards
dominate the Championship Course, which was
just a stretch of barren desert only a decade ago.
The artificial lakes that dot the course ensure
that the 150 hectares of manicured fairways
and superb greens are maintained to a standard
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that has won unanimous praise from both PGA
European Tour and Asian Tour players as well as
officials. Each of the 18 holes varies dramatically in
character, of which the gth and the 18th are true
giants. In 2009, the 15th hole won an accolade
as the ‘best designed hole’ in the Middle East.
The course is a real pleasure for long-hitters and
hazards such as natural rock formations, sand
bunkers and water are challenging.

Practice makes perfect

For golfers who find the challenge of the 18-hole
Championship Course a little too demanding, the
Club offers a g-hole flood|it Academy Course: ideal
for the novice and less-experienced golfers. With a
length of 2,808 yards, this course offers spectacular
views of the West Bay Lagoon and is maintained
to the same high standards as the Championship
Course. Since it's floodlit, golfers can manage a
round after work and play until midnight.
